Fortunately, the possibilities with foliage are abundant. Obviously, slze

and shape can be whatever you want but they must be in proportion to the
garden itself. Texture can range from bald, architectural leaves to mare lin-
ear follage, all the way to leaves that are lacy and very finely textured in
appearance. And lastly, color can be in delightful shades of green, but
leaves also come in hues of blue, purple, yellow, pink, red, orange, black,

brown, and silver.

Hure are a variety of perennials to choose from with variegated foliage
patterns only. (A discussion of all those wonderful solid colored foliages
will have to wait for another time.) Variegation patterns can be diverse but
they are usually classified as either edged, siriped, veined, spotted,
blotched, or zoned. Variegation may originate in a number of ways but
often it is the result of the absence or reduction of chlorophyll in a portion
of the leaf. When that is the case, it is important to understand that any
